“The conclusions of the chapter make a distinction between two types of GATT
legal violations that are ordered by what might be called Section 301 legal policy.
The first is the type of legal violation that tended to occur under earlier versions

of Section 301, which were often justified and will probably continue to be justified

in the future. The second is the more extreme type of legal violation called for
by the 1988 amendments of Section 301, which the chapter concludes are seriously

wrong and damaging to GATT. To amplify :

1. The chapter argues that not "~ " bedience = 5.° 7T law is necessarily
wrong. It calls attention to instances of U.S. disobedience in the recent past

in which the disobedience has made a contructive contribution to breaking

legal deadlocks and stimulating improvements in GATT law.
